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The raising of Lazarus is a powerful demonstration that Jesus is not afraid of human sin or death, emphasizing God's desire to embrace and restore humanity. It is a sign that Jesus brings eternal life and calls believers to rise above despair. Jesus gives life when hope seems completely lost, calling us out of our "tombs" of sin and despair. 


The event shows Jesus's loving closeness to humanity, particularly in the face of death and bereavement.

TAKE AWAY THE STONES THAT BURY US AND RETURN TO LIFE FULLY ALIVE


 Ezekiel 37.1-14; Romans 8.8-11; John 11.25, 26; John 11.1-45





“Roll away the stone, �HYPERLINK "http://www.rockies.net/~spirit/sermons/a-le05se.php" \o "http://www.rockies.net/~spirit/sermons/a-le05se.php"��unbind him and let him go�.” (Jn.11:38- 44). Let the loving and compassionate instruction of Jesus to “take away the stone” from the tomb of Lazarus, the brother of Martha and Mary, and the friend of Jesus (Jn.11.1-6) reiterate, echo in our ears.  Removal of the stone from the cave where Lazarus was buried is an invitation to free from all that are binding us and, make ourselves free to believe in and see the glory of God. Does this event of Lazarus remind us of our human condition and the situation of the world we live in today?  We man be buried in heavy stones of pain, sorrow, fear and anxiety? It may also remind those bound and buried in the tombs of hopelessness, sorrow, separation, fear, despair, anger, anxiety, resentment and depression to raise their hands, hearts and minds and pray to God the Almighty to take away the stones that bind them and free them to return to a life fully alive. The message today is to let the transforming light penetrate through our lives and live in hope amidst all trials and tribulations in life.  Bottom of Form





Prophet Ezekiel was taken to the valley of dry bones and asked to prophesy and give life to those lifeless bones. The prophet obeyed and with the power of God the dry bones became alive and stood on their feet. The dry bones symbolize Israel’s dashed hopes, their bondage, and death-like moments in life. God’s life-giving breath restored, recreated, and liberated them and they are now in their true land, free and fully alive (Ez.37.1-14).





Lazarus was completely wrapped up in linen and was in the tomb for four days. Jesus asked to remove the stone. The stone was removed and Jesus “cried out with a loud voice” Lazarus, come out of the tomb. Lazarus was unwrapped and set to go free. “Now many of the Jews who had come out to Martha and Mary and had seen what Jesus had done began to believe in Him”. They, as with Lazarus, are brought out of their tombs of death, the tomb of unbelief.





We also are hesitant and doubtful sometimes as Martha did. In our cases we may be stubborn and do not roll the stone away and leave things as they are and bury our issues under the “stone”. But the Lord says to take away the stone that makes our life dark and death-like and let the transforming light penetrate our lives and start living a new life. 





We learn something from the change of seasons in this part of the world.  Winter has come to an end, and spring is just around the corner.  The seeds will grow, blossom, and bear fruits and we look forward to the summer. The days of more life, joy and recreation are on the way. We shall take away the stones of obstacle to our meaningful Christian life and return to a life fully alive for God and for one another. “Those who hope in the Lord will renew their strength. They will soar on wings like eagles; they will run and not grow weary; they will walk and not be faint.” We continue our Lenten journey with hope, knowing it will soon come to an end.  The Gospel on the raising of Lazarus is a symbolic narrative of the final victory of Jesus over death at the cost of his life, and a sign anticipating his Resurrection, the Easter Sunday of Peace and Joy for all of us.
