PENTECOST SUNDAY — A CALL TO BECOME PEOPLE OF PEACE
Acts 2.1-11; Psalm 104.24 - 34 ;1 Corinthians 12.3-13; John 20.19-23.

We celebrate the solemnity of Pentecost today, the 50 day after the feast of the Resurrection of Jesus. It calls
forth a transformation in life.

The Apostles were living in a situation wounded by doubt, grief, fear, failure, and sadness. On the day of
Pentecost, by the power of the Holy Spirit they were transformed and were never the same again. The
frightened apostles became fiery preachers and evangelizers, and they received the gifts required by a special
anointing of the of the Holy Spirit.

The people who were around the apostles were amazed and astonished and they all experienced the power of
God (Acts.2.1-11) visible in them. This was the beginning of a new community, a community of believers
with a mission entrusted to them by Christ the Head of the community of believers (1Cor.12.3-7, 12-13).

Those disciples locked in out of fear and grief were greeted with “peace be with you” by their Master and
Teacher, Lord Jesus Christ. With this greeting he sent the disciples with the mission to lead people living in
darkness to the light of peace. This is the mission of the Church as entrusted to her by the Risen Lord.

In this sense, Pentecost is the birthday of the Church. The Church was born to continue the mission of Jesus
Christ. The same Spirit is alive in all situations of the life of the Church, always being transformed and
transforming its members through various gifts and the graces flowing from the Sacraments.

The Gospel today tells us to become messengers of true peace of Christ. “Peace Be with You: My Words to
the Church and to the World” is a book of Pope Leo XIV published on February 24, 2026. "I would like this
greeting of peace to resound in your hearts, in your families, among all people, wherever they may be, in
every nation and throughout the world. Peace be with you!" The pope wishes Peace to everyone and says,
“Peace begins with each of us: from the way we look at others, listen to others, speak about others.”

On this Pentecost day we pray we shall recall the words of Mother Teresa who said, “The fruit of silence is
prayer, the fruit of prayer is faith, the fruit of faith is love, the fruit of love is service, and the fruit of service is
peace.” Come Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your people, and rekindle in us the fire of your Love. Make us
joyful witnesses to your peace and hope in the Church. Move us beyond our selfishness that divide and blind
us. Being renewed by your Spirit, we may speak a new language — a language of peace rather than war; a
language of love rather than hatred; a language of forgiveness rather than retaliation; a language of friendship
rather than hostility; a language of unity rather than division.
